«Consisting of Silesia, Moravia and Bohemia, the Sudeten-
land of 1938 had been part of Czechoslovakia since 1918, 
but boasted a large German population. Like a chess mas-
ter, Adolf Hitler saw an opening that could develop his great 
plan, and the scent of war already filled his nostrils. Having 
become Chancellor of the country in 1933, Hitler had blown 
a hurricane of change through Germany. He had strength-
ened the army, made military service obligatory, and sent 
forces to the Rhine in 1936. In the same year, he had 
forged powerful alliances with Japan and Italy, while union 
with Austria in March 1938 had been a flagrant violation of 
the 1919 Treaty of Versailles. Hitler’s lust for territory con-
tinued and he insisted that the Sudetenland be returned to 
Germany. The Munich Agreement of September 1938 com-
plied with the leader’s demand, on condition that the rest of 
Czechoslovakia was not taken. Unsurprisingly, the dictator 
failed to honour the deal, and German entry into the Sude-
tenland on 1st October 1938 was followed by full-scale inva-
sion of Czechoslovakia in March 1939. If only Britain’s then 
Prime Minister Neville Chamberlain had heard of The 
Rough Guide to Megalomaniacs! By the time Nazi troops 
stormed into Poland on 1st September 1939, Chamberlain’s 
post-Munich exultation of “peace in our time” was empty 
rhetoric in a nutshell. On 3rd September, Britain went to war 
with Germany.»
